Please note that the Cody PTA is announcing a new policy in regards to fundraising. The purpose of 
this new policy is to reduce the risk of students handling large sums of money as well as reducing the 
risk of losing orders submitted with cash. Fundraising is a big part of how PTA supports our children 
and teachers at Cody Elementary. Through our fundraisers, the PTA is able to purchase new equipment, 
provide many clubs to the students (Art, Foreign Language), sponsor family and teacher events, and 
support a Cody Scholarship to a Millard North Senior each year. 
 
NEW Cody PTA Fundraiser Policy: As of October 2009, the Cody PTA will no longer accept cash as 
payment for any purchases made as part of our fundraising sales events due to several instances of lost 
orders with payments. It is imperative that you send check or money order when sending purchase or-
ders with your children as neither Cody PTA nor Cody Elementary are responsible for lost orders with 
cash. Cash will be accepted at events where money is given directly to a PTA member or teacher such 
as purchasing raffle tickets at the Carnival, buying pancakes on Pancake Man night, or purchasing a 
PTA membership during Open House or Curriculum Night.  
 
Refunds will be given for lost orders in the event that a check has cleared our bank. The refund will 
then be provided to the individual who wrote the check. The cleared check will be used in the investiga-
tion process to determine who cashed the check and how the order was lost.
